Article (293) 
Damage, Destruction and stealing of Corpses 

Any person who mutilates, destroys, damages a corpse or a part thereof or scattered 
its remains shall be punished by imprisonment for a period not less than a year.

Article (296) 
Random Killing 

The penalty of imprisonment for a period not less than ten years shall be applied to 
any one who intends killing by acts endangering the public safety otherwise assault 
against the welfare of the state.  
If such act resulted in the death of one or more persons, the penalty shall be capital 
punishment.  
If such act resulted in damage to one or more persons, the provisions of multiple 
crimes shall apply.

Article (368) 
Premeditated Murder 

 
Any one who murders a person in premeditated manner or intentionally shall be 
punished by capital punishment.

Article (431) 
Power Abuse Against an Individual 

The punishment of imprisonment and a fine not exceeding one hundred and fifty 
pounds shall apply to any public officer who uses violence against individuals during 
exercising their jobs or by a demeaning manner, or a way that may cause them 
physical pain.

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Article (433)  
Undue Arrest of People  

Any public officer who arrests a person exceeding the limits of the public officer's 
powers shall be punished by imprisonment.  
 
 
 
 

Article (434) 
Restrain of Personal Freedom Without Justification  

Any public officer entrusted with managing a prison or a place prepared to execute 
the preventive measure in which he admits a person without an order of the competent 
authorities or rejected to obey its order of releasing him, or duly extended the penalty 
execution term or preventive measure shall be punished by imprisonment and a fine 
not exceeding fifty pounds.  
 
 
 

Article (435) 
Prisoners Torture 

Any public officer who orders the torture of prisoners or tortures them by himself 
shall be sentenced to  three to ten years of imprisonment.  
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
