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Libya: Gaddafi's son and Al-Senussi on trial in a month’s time.

Official Spokesperson for Libya’s Prosecutor General, Taha Bara, said that Saif Al-
Islam, former Libyan President Muammar Gaddafi’s son, and Abdullah Al-Senussi,
former spy chief, will be put on trial in a month’s time.

Bara said to Al-Anadol News Agency, that the arrest of “Al-Senussi”, the second man
in “Gaddafi’s” Regime, whose questioning will soon come to an end, was the reason
behind the delay of Saif Al-Islam’s trial, for the relevance of information that Al-
Senussi has to the cases related to Saif.

Bara expects Saif’s trial to be held in Zintan, Western Libya, where he was arrested,
and he said: “The Libya judiciary has no objection to Saif’s trial in Zintan due to the
fulfilled requirements and circumstances of the trial there”.

Concerning the International Criminal Court’s request to deliver “Al-Senussi”, who is
wanted on an international level, “Bara” said, according to the News Agency, that
Libya is not a party to the ICC, therefore it is not bound to comply with this request,
adding that: “The ICC’s jurisdiction over Saif Al-Islam’s trial is an exceptional
jurisdiction, and the Libyan justice system is capable of prosecuting Al-Senussi”.

On a relevant note, “Bara” said: “The Libyan judiciary has put several former regime
members on trial, such as Al-Baghdadi Al-Mahmoudi, Former Prime Minister,
Abdul-Ati Al-Obeidi, Foreign Minister, Mohamed Al-Zwei, Secretary of the People’s
General Congress (The Libyan Parliament), and all their rights were available to them,
such as communicating with their lawyers and families, and receiving visits by
international human rights organisations, which have shown in all their reports that
they are comfortable with their situation”.

With regards to those wanted, from the former regime and who are abroad, “Bara”
said: “We have made several requests to the Egyptian State regarding the extradition
of influential figures and individuals from the former regime, but we did not receive
any active response except verbal promises and welcomes”

He followed: “we have verified information on the presence of many of these figures
in Egypt but Cairo has not been responding to extradite or arrest them or freeze their
assets, on the contrary, they detained some of them then released them despite our
verified information saying that they are involved in actions against the Libyan State.”

According to “Bara”, “one of the wanted individuals there is Ahmed Gaddaful-Dam,
who was very close to Gaddafi, we have sent a file to the Egyptian State concerning
him but we were informed by the Egyptian Judiciary that the file was stolen, so we
sent a copy of the file; we however have not yet received any response”.

The official spokesperson for Libya’s Attorney General, Taha Bara, said that Saif Al-Islam Qaddafi and Abdullah Senussi will be put on trial in a month’s
time, Libya FM radio station reported.

Speaking yesterday, Bara said that the reason for the delay in their trial was the continued questionning of Abdulah Al-Senussi, which had not been
completed yet. Bara felt that Senussi was privy to information that would have relevance to the Saif trial.

The spokesperson confirmed that Libya was not obliged to hand him over to the International Criminal Court and that he will be put on trial in Libya.
Moreover, Bara went further and confirmed that Saif will be put on trial in Zintan as Zintan fulfilled all the requirements needed to facilitate the trial.
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
