On behalf of the Trust Fund for Victims (hereafter referred to as the TFV) at the International Criminal Court (hereafter referred to as the ICC) located in The Hague, The Netherlands, will soon issue a solicitation for the provision of <assistance programme to conduct psychological rehabilitation, physical rehabilitation, and material support for victims in Georgia> through TFV funding. 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Expression of Interest (EOI)

Assistance Programme to Conduct Psychological Rehabilitation, Physical Rehabilitation, and Material Support for Victims in Georgia
1. Introduction

The International Criminal Court (“the ICC”) and the Trust Fund for Victims (“the TFV”) were established in 2002 under the Rome Statute. The ICC is charged with prosecuting and trying those responsible for genocide, war crimes, crimes against humanity, and aggression while the TFV provides assistance to victims and their families harmed by these crimes in situations within the jurisdiction of the ICC. To achieve this objective, the TFV has a dual mandate:

1) To implement reparations ordered by the Court against a convicted person; 

2) Assists victims and their families in situations before the ICC by funding psychological rehabilitation, physical rehabilitation, and material support programming.

2. Description of  the assistance programme in Georgia
Georgia ratified the Rome Statute on 5 September 2003, therefore accepting ICC jurisdiction as of 1 December 2003. On 27 January 2016 the Pre-Trial Chamber (PTC) granted the Office of the Prosecutor (OTP) authorization to open an investigation proprio motu into the situation in Georgia. The investigation covers the period between 1 July and 10 October 2008 and focuses on alleged crimes against humanity and war crimes allegedly within the jurisdiction of the Court arising from incidents that occurred in and around the Tskhinvali Region/South Ossetia. The Chamber considered representations received from 6,335 victims as an influential factor in support of the authorization of the investigation.  

On 10 November 2020, the TFV’s Board of Directors approved the opening of a victim assistance programme in the Georgia situation.
Trust Fund will employ the following programming strategy: 1) assistance to specific categories of victims; and 2) assistance to affected communities, including villages subjected to pillaging, bombing, and/or displacement from their residences. The second strategy includes communities reached through awareness raising initiatives, healing of memories, or reconciliation activities at the community level. The TFV will support projects aimed at reducing the stigma and discrimination often experienced by victims of grave human rights abuses. Collaboration with the national government should be sought at the implementation level. Participation of victims in project planning is essential too.
· Physical rehabilitation: to address the harm caused by acts of violence, violations of physical integrity-related rights, and injury experienced by the surviving victims of the conflict. The project may respond to a variety of physical rehabilitation needs, including reconstructive and general surgery, prosthetic and orthopaedic devices, and referrals to relevant medical services.

· Psychological rehabilitation: activities should respond to the mental trauma arising from the conflict. It is important to promote a culture of acceptance in order to reduce victims’ stigmatization, and to revive the long held community values of trust and peaceful coexistence. Psychological rehabilitation may include individual, family, and group-based trauma counselling and community awareness initiatives to mitigate stigma towards victims.

· Material support: activities should respond to the destruction and loss of property, livelihoods, and the consequences of displacement. Material support may ameliorate living conditions, promote income generating activities, offer vocational training, support village savings and loan associations, improved agricultural activities, and youth oriented programming.
Special attention should be paid to communities located near the Administrative Boundary Line (ABL) where communities have been subjected to a number of violations and abuses.
The successful applicant organization will be required to be registered in Georgia and to have obtained and maintain proper accreditation to conduct relevant service activities.
The TFV is therefore pleased to call upon competent non-governmental organizations (NGO’s) in Georgia who are active in the area of mental health, livelihood support, and medical services to respond to this Expression of Interest by submitting the documents requested under the 3 minimum requirements listed below. The TFV encourages applicants to establish partnerships and to clearly indicate roles and responsibilities of the partnership. The lead organisation should be clearly identified including their accountability to the Trust Fund with respect to compliance with the contract, coordination, quality control, and reporting on project implementation (for example, counselling, psycho-social, livelihood activities, and medical services).
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3. Minimum Requirements to register for the Expression of Interest

Bidders interested in this Expression of Interest (EOI) are requested to submit the documents listed under the 3 minimum requirements below together with their application. Bidders must submit only the requested documents and incomplete submissions will not be taken into consideration. Only pre-qualified bidders will receive the invitation to the tender. 

Minimum requirement 1

Registration certificate in Georgia in compliance with the laws governing organisations and or non-governmental organizations in force in Georgia.  
Minimum requirement 2

Evidence of solid experience for a minimum of 2 years in managing projects similar to the project of which the organisation is bidding. Please refer to the “Past Performance and References Form” in the following pages. The form should be completed with relevant information about similar projects implemented in the past, each with a minimum value of EUR 50,000 or equivalent. Information of a minimum of 2 projects must be provided. Please complete one form per implemented project.

Minimum requirement 3

Evidence of a sound decentralised governance, decision-making structure, and financial administration. Please provide a signed copy of a complete external financial audit report no more than 4 years old. The entire audit report must be provided. Incomplete audit reports, such as extracts or only sections of the report, will not be accepted. 

Please note that the first review of the applications will be done on the basis of the documents listed under the 3 minimum requirements mentioned above. Only organisations qualified for the EOI will be given the detailed scope of work under the Request for Proposal document. Bidders are requested to submit only the documents indicated above. Noncompliant applications may not be taken into consideration. The TFV/ICC shall not be held responsible for the cost of preparing and submitting the organisation’s proposal.
