Introduction

The International Criminal Court (“the ICC”) and the Trust Fund for Victims (“the TFV”) were established in 2002 under the Rome Statute. The ICC is charged with prosecuting and trying those responsible for genocide, war crimes, and crimes against humanity, while the TFV provides support to victim survivors of these crimes, and their families, in situations within the jurisdiction of the ICC. 

TFV’s primary objective is to respond to the harm caused by crimes within the jurisdiction of the ICC. It protects the rights of victims by providing assistance and reparations. It is also a devoted advocate of the rights of victims and their families in the global justice system and humanitarian sector. To achieve this objective, the TFV has a dual mandate:

1. To implement reparations ordered by the Court against a convicted person. 

2. Using voluntary contributions from donors, the TFV supports victims and their families in situations before the ICC by funding programmes for physical rehabilitation, material support and psychological rehabilitation.

Selection criteria 

Any non-governmental development organisation (national and/or international) which is duly registered and operating in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) may submit a proposal. Healthcare organisations, institutions and facilities (foreign or local) which are rolling out projects in the DRC may also submit project proposals.

Description of the assistance programme in the DRC

Since 2008, the TFV has rolled out several programmes in eastern DRC, in particular in Ituri, North Kivu and South Kivu. The programmes are designed to facilitate psychological rehabilitation, physical rehabilitation and provide material support to victims in situations before the ICC. The TFV seeks to give a voice to victims through these programmes, by restoring their dignity and offering renewed hope. The projects concerned lay emphasis on reconciliation and are gender sensitive (gender mainstreaming). They are implemented on an individual and collective basis using a community approach and are designed to provide holistic care to ensure rehabilitation, thus serving the purpose of restorative justice and addressing victims’ expectations and needs. They also strive to form genuine multi-disciplinary partnerships.

The TFV provides three types of assistance: Physical rehabilitation; psychological rehabilitation, in particular, psychosocial assistance (by raising awareness within communities and families of the issue of stigmatisation and discrimination, and through mediation in the event of a conflict); and material support (vocational training/accelerated learning and economic opportunities).
