Integrated Physical and Psychological Rehabilitation Assistance for Victims in northern Uganda
1. Introduction
The International Criminal Court (“the ICC”) and the Trust Fund for Victims (“the TFV”) were established in 2002 under the Rome Statute. The ICC is charged with prosecuting and trying those responsible for genocide, war crimes, and crimes against humanity, while the TFV provides support to victim survivors of these crimes, and their families, in situations within the jurisdiction of the ICC. To achieve this objective, the TFV has a dual mandate:

1.
To implement reparations ordered by the Court against a convicted person; 

2.
Assists victims and their families in situations before the ICC by funding programmes for physical rehabilitation, material support, and psychological rehabilitation.

2. Description of  the integrated assistance programme  in northern Uganda
In March 2004, the government of Uganda referred the northern Uganda situation to the International Criminal Court. As a consequence of this referral, the TFV has jurisdiction to address injuries of physical and psychological rehabilitation and/or material support of victims of war crimes, crimes against humanity and/or crimes of genocide committed in northern Uganda in relation to the conflict between the Government of Uganda and the Lord’s Resistance Army. 
In November 2007, the TFV’s Board of Directors approved projects supporting victims’ assistance in northern Uganda. In accordance to its legal framework, the TFV submitted filings to the Pre-Trial Chamber at the ICC in March of 2008 as notification of the intended assistance activities to be provided to victims of the conflict between the Government of Uganda and the Lord’s Resistance Army. The TFV has been operational in northern Uganda since 2008 and has provided rehabilitation assistance to approximately 45,000 victims directly within the jurisdiction of the ICC.
The TFV’s assistance in northern Uganda is reaching more diverse beneficiary victim survivor groups. Whereas the great majority of northern Ugandans were at some point displaced during the conflict, a great number were also physically injured and mentally traumatized during the enduring conflict. Physical and psychological rehabilitation are the twin objectives of the TFV’s programme for northern Uganda. The TFV’s programme portfolio for northern Uganda includes projects for victims’ medical rehabilitation through identification, patient mobilization, general surgery, reconstructive plastic surgery, prosthetic and orthotic devises, physiotherapy, and medical services for victims of sexual and gender-based violence. Trauma based counselling and psychosocial support services complement our programmatic response to the redress the injuries endured by victims during the conflict. 
As each situation is unique, the TFV develops its activities in consultation with victims and affected communities. 
Injury and trauma conditions to be addressed by applicants may include but is not limited to the following:

a) Reconstructive plastic surgery to remedy facial, head, and burn injuries
b) Provide prosthetic devises (fitting and repairs)
c) Physiotherapy treatment
d) Provide orthotic devises and related services
e) Orthopaedic surgical services

f) Provision of professional health services (physical and mental health) for all individuals (women, men, and children) who have been victims of sexual violence
g) Trauma counselling and psychological support services
h) Corrective surgery to remove foreign objects (bullets and/or shrapnel)
i) Relieve post-burn contractures, corrective surgery, and physiotherapy
j) Mobility and recuperative therapy (burns)
k) Conduct victim patient community mobilization initiatives
l) Establish and maintain referral mechanism with competent service providers for post-operative care and follow-up
The successful applicant organization will be required to be licensed in Uganda and to have obtained and maintain accreditation for medical facilities in accordance with current standards of care. The surgical services provided will incorporate immediate pre-operative, operative, and post-operative care. Applicant organizations will be required to provide enhanced post-operative therapy and follow-up.
The TFV is therefore pleased to call upon competent non-governmental organizations (NGO’s) in Uganda who are active in the area of medical services to respond to this Expression of Interest by submitting the documents requested under the 3 minimum requirements listed below.  The TFV encourages applicants to establish partnerships and to clearly indicate roles and responsibilities of the partnership. The lead organisation should be clearly identified including its accountability to the Trust Fund with respect to compliance with the contract, coordination, quality control and reporting on project implementation (for example, patient mobilization, counselling, psychosocial, medical treatment and or surgery, and physiotherapy).
The TFV will select interventions in multiple districts of northern Uganda most affected by the conflict under the jurisdiction of the ICC.
3. Minimum Requirements to register for the Expression of Interest
Bidders interested in this Expression of Interest (EOI) are requested to submit the documents listed under the 3 minimum requirements below together with their application. Bidders must submit only the requested documents and incomplete submissions will not be taken into consideration. Only pre-qualified bidders will receive the invitation to the tender. 
Minimum requirement 1
Registration certificate in Uganda in compliance with the laws governing non-profit organisations in force in Uganda.
Minimum requirement 2
Evidence of solid experience for a minimum of 2 years in managing projects similar to the project of which they are bidding. Please refer to the “Past Performance and References Form” in the following pages. The form should be completed with relevant information about similar projects implemented in the past, each with a minimum value of EUR 50,000 or equivalent. Information about a minimum of 2 projects must be provided. Please complete one form per implemented project.
Minimum requirement 3
Evidence of a sound decentralised governance, decision-making structure, and financial administration. Please provide a signed copy of a complete external financial audit report no more than 4 years old. The entire audit report must be provided. Incomplete audit reports, such as extracts or only sections of the report, will not be accepted. 

Please note that the first review of the applications will be done on the basis of the documents listed under the 3 minimum requirements mentioned above. Only firms/organisations qualified for the EOI will be given the detailed scope of work under the Request for Proposal document.  Bidders are requested to submit only the documents indicated. Noncompliant applications may not be taken into consideration. The TFV/ICC shall not be held responsible for the cost of preparing and submitting the organisation’s proposal.
