It is anticipated that the International Criminal Court (ICC), will shortly be issuing a solicitation for the provision of  Software development for enhanced search functionality for ICC jurisprudence in the context of the Legal Tools Database. In this connection, the ICC is requesting expression of interest from qualified firms. 
Summary Scope of Work:

Introduction and project objectives;

Over the past two and a half years, the ICC has strived to develop a database for ICC case law that makes its jurisprudence accessible in a detailed manner for legal research both inside and outside the Court (‘CLD Project’). While the CLD Project initially sought to include both public and non-public information, the Court recently decided to limit the scope of the CLD Project for the time being to public decisions and attendant metadata. The Court also decided that the Legal Tools Database (‘LTD’), which is a public database containing information relevant to the ICC and to international criminal law more generally, should be used as the technical platform for the CLD Project.
Project scope and deliverables

The project covers the development of a software solution for research in the ICC’s jurisprudence and in the additional metadata that are being collected in the context of the CLD Project, with a view to enhancing the search functionality of the LTD. This will involve development of main components: 

-
The end user interface through which the end user will be able to carry out research in the ICC’s jurisprudence; 

-
The data entry portal that allows the relevant information to be fed into the system, to be made available to the end user, through a linkage with the LTD; 

-
A searchable and navigable keyword tree that can be used for both searching by end users and for the assignment of keywords to LFs when they are entered into the database.
The detailed scope of work will be given under the Request for Proposal documents that will be sent to the 

qualified vendors who respond to this EOI.
