It is anticipated that the International Criminal Court (ICC) located in The Hague, The Netherlands, will shortly be issuing a solicitation for the provision of “Outsourced Security Guarding Services” at the ICC’s headquarter premises in The Hague, The Netherlands. In this connection, the ICC is requesting expression of interest from qualified firms. 

Summary: 
Provision of outsourced security guard services to complement the ICC Security and Safety Section (SSS) in the responsibilities the ICC SSS need to undertake at the ICC premises.

The agreement requires the physical deployment of uniformed security guards and a guard supervisor at the ICC premises on short notice ad-hoc base when the ICC requires these services, specifically to carrying out screening of persons and or goods entering the ICC premises. The outsourced guards and guard supervisor will be required only for the days and hours the ICC SSS requires these contractors to cover surge requirements (i.e. when the service requirement exceeds the in-house capacity).

Outsourced security guards are to screen persons and goods entering the premises, using X-ray machines; walk through metal detectors; hand held metal detectors; etc. and, if necessary, control goods leaving the premises.

It is envisaged that the agreement should enter into force in 2021 on a date mutually agreed between the ICC and the contractor. The initial agreement will be for a period of one (1) year with the option to extend for another 2x one year periods, totalling up to three (3) years. 

The services to be provided under the agreement shall be executed at the ICC premises in The Hague, Oude Waalsdorperweg 10, 2597 AK, The Hague, The Netherlands. 

The contractor must be registered and licensed to provide the security services in the Netherlands.
