2012, the hard copy of which was hand delivered to the Embassy on 10
September 2012.

2. In the note verbale, the Registry requested that the Libyan authorities
confirmed the extradition of Mr. Abdullah Al-Senussi and requested the
following additional information: (1) the name of the detention centre in

which Mr Al-Senussi is detained; (2) his state of health.

3. The abovementioned note verbale is filed confidential as it contains official

communications between the Registry and the Libyan authorities.
