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L. Introduction

1. In accordance with rule 13(1) of the Rules of Procedure and Evidence, the

4. On 5 November 2018, the Single Judge of Trial Chamber VIII (“Single Judge”)
issued a decision inviting the Malian authorities to submit observations on the
UIP by 30 November 2018.2

5. On 29 November 2018, the Malian Authorities requested the Single Judge an
additional month to file observations due to translation delays.’

6. On 30 November 2018, the Single Judge granted the request and invited the

Malian authorities to submit observations by 16:00 on 8 January 2019.
